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Salle Wagramiis a listed building since 1981. After a huge
burst in the area in 2005, the venue was completely
renovated to combine tradition and modernity.
Conference, fashion shows, product launch and many
other events can be hosted at Salle Wagram thanks to
its two big halls : 800 m2 for the Wagram room, 600 m2
for the Montenotte room and its advanced equipment.
The history, infrastructure and location of the venue will

be the ideal set to make your event a memorable time.
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The story of Salle Wagram began in 1912 when Jean Antoine
Dourlans started to organize the first balls called « Dourlans’
balls » (« Bals Dourlans »).

At this time, the area of Wagram was still outside of Paris
and the guinguette dance halls were exempt from taxes on
wine just like in the Bercy's area.

The venue changed over the years, becoming the « Bal de
I'Etoile » and then the « Bal Wagram » when the Wagram
Avenue was built, on the layout of the former fence of
Paris in 1864. In 1865, Gaston-Louis Dourlans, the 3rd heir,
commissioned the architect Alphonse Fleuret, to convert
Salle Wagram into what we know today.

During the second empire, Salle Wagram was used mostly
as a ballroom. In 1899, Gaston-Louis Dourlans bequeathed
the hall to the Institute of France.

More than a ballroom, Salle Wagram became a place for
gathering and festivity.

Over the course of its history, Salle Wagram welcomed
dancers, exhibitions, boxers, politicians,

singers and wrestlers. The Cycle Fair as well as the first
motor exhibition were held at Salle Wagram. The first
complete symphonies of Beethoven by Carl Schuricht and
the orchestra of La Société des Concerts du Conservatoire

were recorded at Salle Wagram.

Several film directors were attracted by the magical
atmopshere of the hall. Many advertisements or movies
were shot at Salle Wagram - among them a famous
scene of « The Lover » (« L'amant »). The following films
were shot here: "Un Homme et une Femme” by Claude
Lelouche, "La Neige et le Feu, "Mr & Mrs. Bridge”. The
film “Talons Aiguilles” by Almodovar was launched here
as was “Toulouse Lautrec”. Many renowned designers
of Haute Couture and Ready-to-wear fashion used
the venue to present their collection as the mysterious
atmoshere is ideal for this type of event. Salle Wagram
also housed film sets for TV shows - having always kept
its technical infrastructures up to date.

The venue adapted over the years, following the Parisian
lifestyle with its specific taste, fashion and passion.

Salle Wagram can now glow with all its heritage because
it was restored with the utmost respect for its origins
by the regional conservation program of the historical
monuments. An Institution which takes into account the
cultural interest and purpose of the venue to welcome

people for festive events.
